COSTS


The Council will charge the organiser £2080 to create the traffic regulation order required. 


The organiser will also incur all costs associated with the provision of traffic management arrangements for the road closure (including hiring of signage, barriers and staffing).


 


If the organiser requests for the Council to arrange and carry out the traffic management for the event, the Council will charge the organiser £3000 to create the traffic regulation order plus the traffic management costs. These costs are payable before the event commences. 


If the organiser decides to arrange the traffic management requirements (usually through an outsourced contractor) all plans and designs must be submitted along with a risk assessment and method statement, before consent of the event can be given. 


DATES/TIMES


Application for the road closure must be made at least 3 months in advance of your event date. Roads for special


community or commercial events can not be closed for more than 72 hours.





INSURANCE


The Council requires the event organisers to take out public liability insurance from a reputable insurer with a limit


of indemnity no less than £5m (five million pounds) for potential each claim.


No damage is to be caused to the carriageway, footway, street trees or street furniture. The street is to be left in a clean and tidy condition. 





LICENSING

PUBLIC CONSULTATION


There is a legal and consultative process to be undertaken for this road closure request. The event organisers will be required to consult all residents and businesses within the closed section of road. 





TRAFFIC SIGNAGE


The closed street needs to be indicated with appropriate temporary signing in accordance with the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2002. If the traffic management is outsourced the Council requires that the applicant uses a reputable Traffic Management company with proven experience in organising road closures and diversions.





ACCESS REQUIREMENTS


Access must be provided for pedestrian and emergency vehicles at all times. The road closure layout should be such that a clear route along the road could readily be made available for the passage of emergency vehicles. The minimum available width for vehicles should be 3.25 metres and 1.5 metres for pedestrians. Fire hydrants and hydrant marker posts should be kept clear of obstruction.
